As a composer, Pavone has earned grants and commissions from the Aaron Cop-
land Recording Fund, the American Music Center, The Kitchen, MATA and the group,
Till By Turning, which recently presented the European premiere of “Quotidian” at
Faust’s Klangbad Festival 2009 in Germany.
